MWAG is now accepting entries for the 10th  Annual Media Awards 

Objective 

· To encourage the production of stories that support/promote/help the social and economic advancement of our people.

· To increase awareness of issues in national development such as business, the economy, health, religion, politics, culture, the environment, the arts and sports, and photography.

· To encourage the production of high quality news, features, documentaries and media content.

· To recognize and award our outstanding media practitioners who produce work that is of the highest standard and is worthy of being promoted to the wider Caribbean and the world and can serve as a model for future generations.

· To encourage the overall standard of professional journalism and professional best practices in all other areas of the media

Entry Procedure:

· All entries must have been published or broadcast or have received wide public dissemination between the period October 1st, 2014 to December 31st, 2016th .
· The judges are requesting that individuals or stations shall submit no more than ONE entry in each category. 

· The judging panel may recognize more than one writer from a given category or may choose to make no award in that category. Electronic tapes may be submitted in VCD or DVD format.

· Criteria for judging includes accuracy, balance content, impact, originality, timeliness, editing, articulation, art among others

· All entries must be placed in separate envelopes with the category of entry, the name of submission and the media (print, radio, television, online) written clearly on the front of the envelope.
· Entries must be received no later than Friday June 16th , 2017 for submission to the judges.

Awards 

Trophies will be awarded to the winner in each category at a ceremony, at a date and venue to be announced. 

Categories: Television/Radio/Newspaper 

· Best News Story (Radio/Television/Print/Online)

· Best Feature Story (Radio/Television/Print/Online) - A feature is an extended news story that goes in depth in an issue – highlighting, background, details and points of interests of the chosen subject. A feature at the end of the day is supposed to give its viewers a more rounded view of the issue.
· Best Parliament Story - The submission must be straight reporting of an issue in either the upper house or the lower house – featuring both sides of the issue.

· Best Business Story – The submission must be hard news on business and economic issues. It must reflect research, balance, and fairness and gives a perspective of the issues.
· Best Political News story - the submission must be straight reporting of a hard news on political issues. It must reflect research, balance, and fairness, and gives a perspective of the issue. It must be properly scripted, edited and presented.
· Best Tourism Story – The entry must highlight the industry, and its impact.  
· Best Agriculture Story – The entry must highlight the industry, its benefits, and challenges
· Best Health Story – The entry must be topical
· Best Sports Story (Radio/Television/Print/Online) – The submission must be topical 
· Best Public Service Announcement – A Public Service Announce is a message aimed at modifying public attitude by raising awareness of a specific issue. This entry should be topical, highlighting an issue of public concern.
· Best Produced Local Commercial – The entry must be innovative, creative, informative and appealing. 
· Best Human Interest Story – The submission must highlight an interest to the public, is researched, and has consequences, able to show cause and effect
· Best Entertainment Story – 

· Best Current Affairs and Feature Program – This entry must be informative and appealing. 
Video Editors & Television Cameramen
· One Best Story Video – This submission should come from video cameramen and editors. The entry should be able to tell a story without narration. It must be the topic of a story that was covered during the period under review.
Newspaper Camera Person Only
· One Best Story Photograph – The submission should be a photograph that tells a story all by itself. It must have been published in a newspaper or online during the period under review.
