Rules and Regulations Which Governs King and Queen of the Band   
KINGS / QUEENS

1. Kings and Queens must form part of a band and must cross all judging points with their band on Monday and Tuesday in their relevant Carnival competition in their Parishes once that competition is endorsed by the GMBA to qualify for awards.

2. Minimum dimensions for Kings and Queen’s costumes are as follows:

· Height five (5) feet from the waist 

· Width eight (8) feet from left to right or front to back 

3. Kings and Queen’s costume whose dimension does not satisfy the minimum requirements will not be allowed to participate in the King and Queen competition. This will be determined through regular camp visits by the GMBA sanctioned inspectors.

4 Kings/Queens not complying with the rules that governs all competitions will forfeit all prior awards in their name.

5. Kings/Queens should not be allowed to enter as individuals.

6.  Kings/Queens costume must be at competition at the specified time for back stage judging.  Failing to do so will result in point’s loss penalties.

7. For their band to qualify for the “Band of the Year” title and other band of the year awards, registered Kings and Queens of the Band must participate in the King and Queen of the Band competition, cross the stage with their band at Pageant and all judging points on Tuesday.  Band whose King and Queen do not adhere to this rule will be disqualified from the “Band of the Year” competition.

8. Kings and Queens will be judged down the track, the judging commences at 4:30pm sharp, bands must be in the National Stadium before 4:30pm, failing to do so bands will receive a point lost penalty.  

The same panel of judges will also judge the stage presentation that commences at 7:00pm, with the Queen of the Bands first.

9. Description of competing costumes must be submitted one week in advance of competition to the G.M.B.A. office.

10. Competing bands will dip for position no later than five (5) days before the event.  The position dipped will be the order of appearance for both King and Queen.

11. Music selection must be made available to the G.M.B.A. one week in advance.  Failing to do so music will be selected by the G.M.B.A on your behalf.

12. The stage should be cleared of all musicians and irrelevant paraphernalia, or enough room is available for the masquerader to allow smooth movement of costumes and to prevent accidents or damage to costumes and masqueraders.  The stage height from stage floor to roof should be able to accommodate all costumes.

13.Any major falling or breaking of costume on stage during presentation will result in automatically disqualification.  The GMBA President a representative from the GCC and the Chief judge for that event will make the final decision.

14. Dressing rooms should be available for participating Kings and Queens and should not be occupied by unauthorized persons.

15. Security should be provided for the back-stage area.

16. Each Mas band presenting a king/ Queen should be allocated the following passes:

· One (1) back stage attendant

· One (1) make up person

· Two (2) Technical persons

· Two (2) stage hands

This will allow for easy transition and smooth flow of the presentation.

17. Lite tents must be available to house costumes on arrival at National Stadium.  The number of tents requested would be based on registered competing costumes; this information will be made available to the GCC no later than one (1) week prior to competition.

18. The National Stadium score board entrance should be manned and available for entry by competing costumes no later than 3:30pm, only person providing the necessary participant entry passes can enter that gate.

19. The judge’s area should be well lit with a switch that controls the green/ red lights.  Table should be able to accommodate five (5) persons.  An outlet for 110-powered lab top should also be available.  Judges table should be covered and contain glasses with a jug of water.  Drinks, snacks, pencils, pencil sharpeners and scrap paper will be provided to the judges by the GMBA.

20. The King and Queen of the band winners should be announced during the Demarche Gras show or at the end.  
21. Prizes will be awarded to the top three (3) placing in both King and Queen categories.  An appearance fee will be paid to the other competitors. 
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
